Main Plan Dimensions 

 

The most important dimensions are the overall 

length and width of the space. Measure the width 

(X1) from facia to fascia and the length (Y1) from the 

face of the house wall to the fascia.

Y2 is the length of the lean-to section, measure Y2 

from the house wall to the fascia. 

 

X2 is the width of the Georgian section. Measure X2 

from fascia to fascia.

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Heights 

 

In order to work out the full area of the roof we need 

the vertical dimension to the bottom and top of the 

roof. Measure H1 from the floor to the top of the 

fascia and H2 from the floor to the underside of the 

ridge.

Ridge Length 

 

Measure from the wall to the centre of the capping 

piece. If you have a light or fixture over the capping 

piece, measure from the middle of that and be sure 

to include an extra photo of this.

Back Ridge: Against the house wall measure from 

the end of the Georgian ridge to the start of the hip.

Additional Dimensions: Use the final section to provide dimensions of any large box outs that may affect 

the design.
